Using physical models, they
assess daylight quality and quantity along a chosen pathway, applying real
measurement techniques and analysis methods. This hands-on project
blends technical skills with creative exploration, encouraging collaboration
and deeper understanding of lighting in design.

Lighting Analysis – Case One
The histogram for Case One shows a high-contrast scene with low
brightness, caused by limited light penetration. Most pixels fall in the darker
range, shaping how the space feels—deep shadows from minimal filtered
light create a dramatic and striking atmosphere.

The
design of the inner
courtyardcontribute to the
illusion of paradise through the
inclusion of various water
andvegetative elements.

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The courtyard is designed to
host a variety of functions,
includingoutdoor learning,
workshops and bazaars. The
entrances of each mass are
distinguishedby verses from
the Qur’an, serving as holy
reminders that foster
tranquility. The
buildingdouble skin facade is
inspired by Najdi pattern,
allows natural light and
ventilation.The projects name
can be pronounced with
either a fatḥa (a) or a kasra (i).
Whenpronounced with a
kasre, it refers to the
“courtyard,” a key element in
Islamicarchitecture. When
pronounced with a fatha, it
signifies the concept of
“ephemirality”reflecting the
idea that all creation is subject
to disappearance. This dual
meaning isembodied in the
architectural masses, which
appear to either emerge or
dissolve,capturing the
essence of both
interpretations.
